What started with the manufacture of the first car safety belt, has over the years
developed to become one of today’s global leaders in the fields of load control,
lifting and height safety.

1966 — SpanSet Germany is founded.

In 1959, the ribbon-weaving mill AB Textilkonst & Klippan, in collaboration with Volvo,
developed the first safety belt for cars worldwide. In 1966, the high demand sparked the
establishment of the SpanSet company in Malmd in Sweden, followed shortly after by
SpanSet GmbH & Co. KG in Germany. Due to the enormous carrying capacity of the straps
produced by SpanSet, they were soon put to work in areas where chains and wire cables
were previously used. In the years to come, the company saw the founding of SpanSet AG
in Switzerland and of other affiliated companies in Europe, Asia, America, Africa and Australia,
all of which are still part of a global production and distribution network today.

Innovations in load control and lifting.

Over the decades, the company developed a multitude of innovations in load control and
lifting that successfully revolutionised the market: In the 1970s, for example, a lashing strap
system to secure passenger cars on car transporters was developed in collaboration with
the Ford factories, and the secutex coating for flat slings and protective sleeves was an
important step in lifting technology. The Ergo ratchet, the first ratchet tensioner worldwide
with a pre-tensioning measuring display, first entered the market in 1984. The same decade
saw the launch of a new generation of round slings with textile fibre reinforcement in

the protective sleeve, increasing the tear resistance of the protective sleeve, and, for the
first time, users were able to acquire expertise in load control and lifting through training
courses. The next innovation was presented in the 1990s: the ABS push ratchet. For the first
time ever, it enabled a gradual release of ratchets under tension in order to, for example,
catch goods that are at risk of tipping over in good time. In addition, SpanSet started
producing and selling personal protective equipment to protect against falls. At the start of
the new millennium, the company developed a pull-down ratchet with the unique Tension
Force Indicator (TFI), the first of its kind to display the actual pre-tensioning force achieved
right on the ratchet.

Equipped for the future

Decades of research and development have contributed to increased safety, easier work,
fewer accidents and lower operating costs all over the world. On the basis of ever new tech-
nological developments, SpanSet is facing up to the challenges of the future. For

example, a single SpanSet heavy-duty round sling can meanwhile lift loads weighing more
than 450 tonnes. Our drive to make the main areas of our core competences even safer

and more economical creates a constant stream of new developments.
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The cornerstone:
the development of the seatbelt.

About 60 years ago, little attention was paid to
preventing accidents on the road. In the 1950s, to
increase the safety of the occupants, the automobile
manufacturer Volvo asked the ribbon-weaving
company AB Textilkonst & Klippan to develop a
safety belt for vehicles. The hour had come for the
Swedish ribbon-weaving company. Together, they
developed the first car safety belt worldwide, made
of high-strength textile ribbon, which was then
installed in the models Amazon and 544 in 1959.
What first sparked a great deal of amazement in
the public, soon became a major success and a
legal requirement.

The broad weaving loom
allows SpanSet to manufacture polyester fabrics with a width of up
to 600 mm in-house. To ensure that we can continue to manufacture
our products in Germany, automation technology has become increa-
singly important. For example, the largest automatic sewing machine
in Europe enables the CNC-controlled manufacture of load safety
nets with a sewing area of 7 x 3.5 m, and a fully automated webbing
machine produces lashing straps in small-scale production. In addi-
tion, the in-house test laboratory on the business premises already
contributes to assuring the quality during the development phase.
